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NIH Pain Consortium 
The NIH Pain Consortium was established to enhance pain research 
and promote collaboration among researchers across the many ICs that have 
programs and activities addressing pain. These activities include research 
on sensory and basic mechanisms, as well as the emotional and biobehavioral 
aspects of pain. Age, sex, hormones, gender, ethnicity, and genetics all play 
a role in pain response and perception. 

The Pain Consortium is developing a comprehensive research agenda for the 
NIH and identifying key opportunities in pain research, particularly those 
that provide for trans-NIH participation. Increased knowledge of basic pain 
mechanisms is anticipated to result in better pain management. The Consortium 
is co-chaired by the directors of the National Institute of Nursing Research 
(NINR), the National Institute of Neurological Disorders and Stroke (NINDS), 
and the National Institute of Dental and Craniofacial Research (NIDCR).
